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The treatment of gastrointestinal cancer (GI-Cancer) is
complex and frequently involves different clinical disciplines
and multimodal approaches. The relevant endpoints are
improved disease free and overall survival as well as low
treatment-associated toxicity. However, up to now we are
unable to predict treatment response, toxicity and prognosis
of individual patients. The application of high-throughput
screening tools for genome mutations and transcriptional
changes provides novel and critical insights into deregulated
pathways in cancer. The translation of this knowledge to the
clinic will contribute to the individualization of therapeutic
interventions and to improved outcome.

The meeting will gather an outstanding panel of inter-
national experts from multiple disciplines to identify
approaches to predict and optimize cancer treatment based
on the molecular biology of both the tumor and the patient.
The meeting will comprehensively cover topics ranging from
molecular biology, high-throughput screens, biostatistics,
pathology and pathway analysis in GI-Cancer.
